FINAL PORTFOLIO

Your final portfolio is due on October 25.  The structure of the portfolio has already been completed for you, over the next 2 weeks, you will work at filling the portfolio in. The portfolio is a culmination of the work of all scientists working at your site.  That means that there are scientists in the other class who are contributing to your portfolio.  Your group will be graded only on the part that you did, and you will be graded on your individual contributions.  But it must all be put together in one portfolio, because obviously, you are scientists working together, not separately.

In your portfolio there will be various sections that will be filled out by ALL scientists during class time over the next couple week (journals and site maps).  There are other sections which will be completed separately by each team of scientists or individually (research and final evaluation and sketches).

Sections of the portfolio:

1. Inventory sheets:  must be completed by Oct. 25

2. Job charts:  Must have been filled out and followed.

3. Journals:  One for each digging day.

4. Site maps: A completed one for each quadrant.
